The thirty day 
waiting period allows the GSRs to take the motion to their groups for discussion and be 
published in the monthly minutes.  The next step following District 28 approval will be at 
the January Area Assembly where Area 14 will vote to allow the transfer of the five 
groups from District 17 to District 28.
